Speech Pathology Hint 

Non - Verbal Communication 

Communication does not end when we stop talking. 

Communication can occur with no words at all. We 

can convey many meanings and expression through 

eye contact, facial expression and body language. 

Non-verbal communication when paired with verbal 

communication can assist children visually to process 

meaning of what is being said. For example, using 

facial expression to teach emotions is a great way to 

help children understand visual representation and 

meaning of feelings.
